Non-EU citizens:

Some non-EU citizens need to apply for a visa to enter Sweden and all non-EU
citizens need to apply for a residence permit to stay longer than 90 days.

Uppsala University will send a Letter of Acceptance by e-mail to each student
requiring the document. The Letter of Acceptance is necessary in order to apply for
a visa/residence permit.

Please note: Non-EU citizens currently studying in another country covered by the
Schengen agreement still have to apply for a residence permit before their arrival
in Sweden.

For non-EU/EEA citizens the Swedish Migration Board requires that applicants
support their visa/residence permit application with proof of sufficient funds for
their entire time of stay. Please see Swedish Migration Agency for requirements.

All students are insured by the insurance Student IN from Kammarkollegiet. This
insurance provides emergency medical and dental coverage, home transport,
personal property coverage, third party liability and legal protection. It provides
coverage for the student’s travel directly to and from Sweden, from two weeks
prior to and two weeks after the official term dates.
